
CHILD SUBJECT’S BILL OF RIGHTS

It is important that the purpose and procedures of the research study are understood and that you want to be in this study.  A subject in a research study has the right to:

1.
Be told why the research is being done.

2.
Be told about everything that will happen in the study and if there is a drug or device that will be used.

3.
Be told what bad things may happen.

4.
Be told about any good things that may happen.

5.
Be told about any other choices you have instead of this research and about their good and bad things.

6.
Be told about how we will take care of you if anything happens to you.

7.
Be encouraged to and given a chance to ask any questions.

8.
Be told that you can stop being in this study at any time without affecting the care you receive.

9.
Be given a copy of this signed and dated form.

10.
Not be pressured (pushed) to be in this study or to choose not to be in this study.
